There are lots of reasons to 
have missions comprise a major part 
of the Christian's prayer life. We 
know that those beyond the walls of 
our church weigh heavy on the heart 
of Christ. We know that missionar-
ies covet our prayers. Praying for 
others far away whom we have 
never met is a great way to direct 
our attention from self to the heart 
of God. But aside from informing 
you of specific requests, what can 

we do to make your prayers more 
effective? The past few months I've 
joined Bellefield's prayer team in a 
course called Cleansing Streams 
which focused on personal holiness. 

The first concept we consid-
ered was alignment. Is your soul 
and body "lined up" in accordance 
with your spirit, which, if you've 
committed your life to Christ, should 
be under the protection of the sacrifi-

cial Blood of Jesus? (Romans 8, 
probably best spells out how this all 
works.) If your alliances are divided 
(i.e. you've "sheltered" some aspect 
of our life from God's redemption), 
then your will is not directed to the 
cause of the gospel. Missions, even 
if you are told about them, won't 
even be a "blip on the radar" when 
you take time to pray.

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The apostle who Jesus loved teaches 
us what it means to truly love 
First John is a book in the Bible about  
obedience to God and putting love into action. 
By Dwight Fox 

The book of First John is one of 
the shorter books of the Bible, 
containing five chapters and 105 
verses.  The apostle John, the 
writer of this epistle or letter, is 
often called the apostle of love, 
and for good reason. John, the 
"disciple whom Jesus loved", uses 
the word "love" 44 times in this 
letter, including 27 times in chap-
ter four.  He repeatedly urges us to 
show our love for God by our love 
for one another, saying that our 
love for God is meaningless 
unless it is demonstrated by our 
love for our brothers and sisters in 
Christ. 

In I John, as elsewhere in 
Scripture, we are told that our sal-
vation in Christ is demonstrated 
by our outward behavior.  Not that 
we are saved by doing good 
things, but if we truly are saved, 
our lives will bear evidence of 
this, particularly so in how we 
treat each other.   

As we love one 
another we are show-
ing our brothers and 
sisters the very heart of 
God. 

John touches briefly on 
many issues that have abiding 
relevance for the believer.  
Among them are the following:  
confession and forgiveness of 
sins; how to discern false teach-
ing; the second coming of Christ; 
assurance of salvation; overcom-
ing evil; assurance of answered 
prayer; and the nature of God.  
However, the book is not primar-
ily an epistle of theology.  Rather, 
John is exhorting us to consider 
how to live our lives consistent 
with the character of God. 
             This brief, power-packed 
book could be summarized in this 
way: walk in the light by obeying 
God; obey God by loving Him; 
love Him by loving others; love 
others by treating them well.  If 
John was writing to Bellefield 
Church, I think he would urge us 
to be a church characterized by 
our deep and passionate love for 
one another.  Let us continue to 
find ways to love each other effec-
tively.  May it be said of us, as it 
was said of the early church, 
"Behold, how they love one an-
other!"

You may have heard a buzz… about starting a new wor-
ship service at Bellefield. Well we are coming out of the 
closet.  For the past year a prayer team has gathered 
every other week to explore and discern the timing and 
direction for adding a new worship service at Bellefield 
Church.  We have been prayerfully discerning God’s 
leading and direction, researching other churches and 
worship styles, and assessing church and community 
needs and desires around worship.  Last month Session 
passed a motion for us to begin planning a new worship 
service here at Bellefield.  We also submitted a Transfor-
mation Grant to the Pittsburgh Presbytery for up to 
$60,000 over three years.  In our time of prayer and 

planning we have also developed a 
working statement of purpose: 
 
New worship at Bellefield exists to 
reach people between the ages of 
22-35 by providing a unique wor-
ship experience that focuses on glo-
rifying God through participatory 
and multi-sensory worship experi-
ences.  We are committed to being 
a safe and authentic community for 
individuals of all backgrounds who 
seek to know more about God 
through his son Jesus Christ.  We 
believe in creativity and innovative 
expressions of worship through mu-

sic, visual arts, drama, liturgy and multi-media, as well 
as openness to new opportunities for ministry and ser-
vice in the community. 

Recently, the prayer team has started reading 
Charles Arn’s (a nationally recognized church planter) 
book, How to Start a New Service.   The book is provid-
ing us with the practical visions, strategies and tools to 
prepare us as a church to start pilot services in the 
spring/summer of 2003.  We are now moving from the 
discernment phase into the planning and implementation 
phase.  We are at a place where we are beginning to 
prayerfully recruit, target and match gifted people with 
the needs of the new service.  If you have been wonder-
ing what this new Worship Service is all about.

Secondly we spent a month consider-

ing consecration. Becoming a Christian, 
giving your life to Jesus, is a part of this. But 
you ask, does God really want to take owner-
ship of the "nasty" parts of your life? You bet 
he does! The prophet Joel referred to the bells 
on the horses' bridals being inscribed 
"holiness unto the Lord". God wants the most 
insignificant aspects of your life to be set 
apart for his work. If you have not allowed 
God to assign significance to part of your life, 
you may value your missionary's prayer re-
quest if it has to deal with the same area. 

We also talked about deliverance. 
Many times in life we've taken on inappropri-
ate lovers. They may be people, things, or 
even demons. As a Christian they may not 
possess you, but Satan will certainly use 
those as strongholds with which to oppress 
you. Throughout the book of Acts, Paul and 
the other Apostles had to perform deliverance 
ministry. It's not uncommon for folks in-
volved in missions and evangelism to come 
up against oppressors of entire people groups. 
Clearly, if you are carrying around personal 
demons, you need deliverance so you can 
confidently stand beside your missionary and 
be a partner in ministry. 

Finally we studied cleansing. 
Deep down, we all want to be radiant before 
God. Sometimes you feel that's impossible. 
However, the whole point of the Gospel is to 
give you the power to confess, repent of, and 
renounce sin in your life. Then the power of 
the Holy Spirit can work in your life. The 
prayer of a righteous man availeth much. 
(James 5:16) A missionary can't spend a lot 
of time looking for righteous people to hold 
them up in prayer. You have to be become 
that righteous one who will stand in the gap 
for those in need. 
             So our missionaries need people who 
are active in the process of sanctification. 
But, if you feel out of alignment or dese-
crated; if you need delivered from strong-
holds or cleansed down in your soul; Belle-
field's prayer team is available to help you. 
And, yes, it means a lot to our missionaries if 
you get that help.

with school calendar will be voted 
on at Congregational MeetingCongregational Meeting, and 
other news 

SESSION NEWS 

Dear Bellefield Members, 
               Session has been examining 
the way we operate at Bellefield to see 
how we can be more effective and effi-
cient as we follow Jesus Christ. Conse-
quently, we are recommending a change 
to our church by-laws which we believe 
will have a very positive impact.  
               Because of Bellefield’s unique 
ministry to students, our yearly cycle 
revolves around the school year instead 
of the calendar year. Most of our pro-
grams start in September and finish in 
May. However, our church budget and 
officer rotation follow a January to De-
cember cycle. Session believes that our 
church would function much more 
smoothly if we were to align our minis-
try year with the school year.  In other 
words, make July the month we install 
officers and begin our financial year.  
Many other Presbyterian churches have 
switched to a school year cycle to en-
hance ministry. 
               The by-law changes that we 
will propose at the Congregational 
Meeting on November 17, 2002 will 
permit this change to occur.  If the by-
laws are changed as we propose, we 
will have the annual congregational 
meeting during the second quarter each 
year (April – June).  The change will 
also move the special congregational 
meeting for the distribution of year-end 
reports to the third quarter of each year 
(July – September). 
               The following is the change to 
by-law 2 that we will be proposing on 
November 17th.  The words that would 
be deleted have a line through them, and 
the ones that would be added are in 
bold-faced print: 
 
“There shall be an annual meeting of the 
congregation and the corporation during 
the fourth second quarter in the church 
edifice for the transaction of any busi-
ness properly coming before such meet-

ing including electing officers; approv-
ing the pastors’ salaries; election of the 
Nominating Committee; and distribut-
ing the proposed budget in order for the 
congregation to refer requests for 
amendment to the session.  There shall 
also be a special congregational and 
corporation meeting during the first 
third quarter in the church edifice for 
the transaction of any business properly 
coming before it including electing offi-
cers, if necessary; for distributing the 
budget adopted by the session and for 
distributing the reports of boards and 
other organizations of the church.” 

 
Another item of business that 

we will be conducting is the election of 
Session members, deacons, and trus-
tees. The Nominating Committee will 
be putting forth a slate of candidates, 
and in addition to this there will be an 
opportunity for nominations from the 
floor. If you have someone that you 
want to nominate please check with that 
person before you nominate him or her 
to make sure that they are willing to 
serve if elected. 

The proposed budget for 2003 
will also be presented.   We will be vot-
ing on changes to the terms of the call 
of our senior pastor, and there will be a 
time for new business. 

It is difficult to predict how 
long the meeting will be. You may 
want to bring a small lunch or a snack 
for yourself or your young children in 
case you get hungry.  Baby-sitting will 
be provided. 

We hope that you will attend 
the November 17 annual congregational 
meeting and that you share our excite-
ment about the many ways we see God 
moving in our church.
