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Bellefield Food Pantry Continues Ministry;
Provides Ways for Members to Help

1979 but was called the S
food closet. It began by
only serving people re-
ferred by hunger services
on a weekly basis. It progressed to serving people
within the church’s zip code on a monthly basis.

The food pantry is located in the boiler room. It
houses the food the church gives away to our clients
on the last Sunday of the month. All food is non-
perishable, and includes but is not limited to items
like spaghetti sauce, canned tuna, peanut butter and
jelly, and spaghetti or noodles. There are a few non-
food items, such as soap and sometimes toothpaste.
The soap is carefully wrapped in plastic newspaper
bags so as not to give the other items a soapy taste.

The food is put into two bags by the 3rd-6th grade
children who pack the grocery bags full of items on
the third Sunday of each month. The children know
to come down to the food pantry during the service
at the time the children are dismissed. The children
work with lightning speed, and an individual child has
been known to exclaim, "I am having so much fun!”
As long as there is work to do, the children are very
focused on their task, very diligent, and very mature
for their age. They are supervised by two adult dea-
cons.

The food pantry clients assemble in the hallway near
the boiler room.  Usually someone prays over them

and reads Scripture to them, but no one is required
to participate. If a client has never been to our food
pantry before, they must fill out a form which in-
Cludes, but is not limited to, the following items:
name, number in household, sources of income, food
stamp eligibility. This form is required by the Greater
Pittsburgh Food Bank, from which we get most of our
food. The client then takes two bags of food and
then may have the opportunity to go to the clothes
closet, a possible subject of a future article.

Bellefielders can help the food pantry by donating
money to the deacon’s emergency relief fund which is
used to buy the food. Plastic bags are also needed
as well as paper bags. Plastic newspaper bags are
also needed. Bellefielders can also volunteer to help
out on food pantry Sunday. Even if all they feel ca-
pable of is standing in the hallway, this has a positive
influence on the clients. Families can volunteer to
serve juice and cookies to clients on a rotating basis,
with each family serving once a year.

Every year, thousands of college students from across the
mid-Atlantic region pack into downtown Pittsburgh to learn
about the world, the Lord, and themselves at “Jubilee”, an
annual conference put on by the Coalition for Christian Out-
reach (CCO). The purpose of the Jubilee conference is to
help college students recognize how they can be agents of
change for the world within their particular areas of study.

Students listen to
speakers, attend workshops, and browse relevant books as
they begin to think how they can engage the world within the
constraints of their future vocations.

Speakers this year include Don Miller (author of Blue Like
Jazz), Kelly Monroe Kullberg (founder of the Veritas forum),
and Charles Colson (most well known for his involvement in
Watergate and prison ministries). Worship leaders will include
Derek Webb and the Josh Moyer Band. This year there will
also be a special treat. Throughout the conference, partici-
pants will experience a video interview with Tony Dungy, the
coach of the Superbowl Champion Indianapolis Colts.

As you can imagine, this is an exciting and life-changing con-
ference for many students. However, due to the size and
venue, there is a substantial registration fee which can be a
barrier for students who want to attend. By the time that you
read this, the price for a student to stay at the hotel and ex-
perience this awesome weekend will be $255. In order to alle-
